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Information on the Emirate

The Emirate of Sharjah is characterized by its geographical extension, as it is the only emirate in the UAE that has a free
sea view on the Arabian Gulf from the West Coast and the Gulf of Oman from the East Coast. Sharjah has a long history
spanning thousands of years, which is considered the oldest Emirate of the Coast where the first trace of human life
was found on the land of the Emirates at Mount Al Faya in the Emirate of Sharjah. The area of Sharjah is 2,590 square
kilometers, which is the third among the emirates in terms of size of the area. The emirate is divided into nine municipal-
ities, including Khorfkan, Kalba and Dibba Al-Hisn in the Eastern Province, Al Dhaid, Al Bataeh, Maliha and Al-Madam in
the Middle and then Al Hamriyah and Sharjah City in the Western part of the Emirate. In turn, According to the results of
the Sharjah census of 2022 carried out by the Department of Statistics and Community Development, the population of
Sharjah City was 1,614,146 people of the total population of all regions of the Emirate of Sharjah 1,820,392 people in the
year mentioned

Sharjah is the third largest of the seven emirates that make up the United Arab Emirates [UAE] and is the only one to
have land on both the Arabian Gulf Coast and the Gulf of Oman. It is an emirate of contrasts where visitors can enjoy a
holiday in the sun, discover traditional markets [souks] or visit modern shopping malls, explore the many heritage sites
and museums, admire the majestic mosques, stroll around the lagoons, and experience the natural beauty of true Ara-
bian deserts, mountains and seas.

Geography

The UAE is located on the eastern side of the Arabian Peninsula, bordered to the south and west by Saudi Arabia and to
the east by the Sultanate of Oman. The geographic coordinates of the country are 24° 00 North 54° 00 East. The country
has coastline on both the Arabian Gulf and the Gulf of Oman. Five of the seven emirates are on the west coast, Fujairah
is the only emirate entirely on the east coast and Sharjah is the only emirate with territory on both coasts. The Al Hajar
Mountains form a backbone running from the Mussandam Peninsular down through the UAE and into Oman, and rise
to over 1,500 meters. Sharjah covers approximately 2,600 square kilometers. In addition to Sharjah city, which lies on the
shores of the Arabian Gulf, the emirate has three regions on the scenic east coast; Dibba Al Hisn, Khorfkan and Kalba.
Sharjah is a close neighbor to Dubai (it's just a 15 minute drive from the center of Sharjah to Dubai International Airport].
Sharjah's location is significant both geographically and historically. The city overlooks the Arabian Gulf coastline that
stretches for more than 16 kilometers, consisting of sandy beaches and built up areas. The central region combines lush
green oases, with gravel plains and rolling red sand dunes. To the East the emirate reaches the Gulf of Oman coast where
the landscape changes to a spectacular rocky coastline backed by impressively high mountains. Historically, the east
coastis full of archaeological sites dating back to as early as the 2nd millennium, and forts built by the Portuguese in the
16th century were used to control the spice trade. In more recent times, Sharjah opened the first airport in the region in
1932.The Emirate is located midway between Europe and the Far East and is within 8 hours flying time in either direction.

Environment
Although Sharjah is in a desert region it is rich in fauna and flora. The coastal and marine environments are full of sea life
and a surprising number of creatures inhabit the mountains and wetlands, the tropical plains and dunes.

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National Accounts

National accounts are a critical tool for the measurement of macroeconomic activity, since these activities rely on scientif-
ic standards and rules to produce data that reflects the strength of economic performance. These data include the overall
economic growth rate, the performance of different economic sectors, the average income, and the levels of investments
and savings. Although national accounts are usually measured at the total level of countries, many regions and cities
have begun to estimate their contribution to the overall national economy in recent years, providing more accurate and
valuable data for responsible authorities, researchers and economists.

In this context, the Department of Statistics and Community Development in Sharjah, in cooperation with the Federal
Competitiveness and Statistics Authority, is assessing the economic performance of the Emirate of Sharjah which in-
volves estimating GDP, the value of production by economic activity, workers compensations, as well as fixed capital

formation.

Key Results of 2023:
- The GDP of Sharjah has reached 145.2 billion AED in 2023, achieving a growth of %6.5 compared to 2022.
- Non-oil sectors have recorded a significant contribution, reaching 142.5 billion AED, showcasing the Emirate's success

in promoting economic diversification and investment in alternative sectors.

This section contains the Consumer Price Index, which is the amount of annual change in the prices of a specific group
of similar consumer goods in the city of Sharjah. The change in their average prices is calculated periodically to measure
inflation and changes in consumers' purchasing power. The year of 2021is considered the base year in the tables of this
section. Commodity prices are compared between the base year and the following years. Each group begins in the base
year with the number 100, and the change in the following years symbolizes the percentage of increase or decrease in
the average prices of goods. The reasons for the increase in prices are due to various economic factors, including pur-
chasing power of the local currency compared to other international currencies, in addition to the supply and demand for
goods whose price has changed, as well as the general economic performance of the country. The nature of consumer
expenses is shown in the weight list in the first table of the section that expresses the average distribution of consumer

expenses on top of the consumer's daily expenses.

The general Consumer Price Index reached 106.06 points during the year 2023, increasing by 1.8% compared to 2022.

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Foreign Trade

Foreign trade is one of the most prominent features of economic prosperity, given that the countries with a trade
surplus have a thriving economy and high income for their citizens. Sharjah has a strategic geographical location that
connects it to all the other Emirates, which reinforces its position as a vital trade centre. The Emirate is home to three
major seaports: Khalid Port, Hamriyah Port, Khor Fakkan Port, in addition to Sharjah International Airport, one of the
most active airports for transporting goods in the Arabian Gulf region.

Furthermore, Sharjah has three international ports with the Sultanate of Oman: Khatam Navigation in Kalba, Al Mad-
am and Dibba Al Hesn. This diversity of ports has made Sharjah a strategic gateway for goods incoming and outgoing
from the UAE. The presence of many factories in the Emirate also contributes to the production of goods that are later
exported to various international markets through Sharjah's multiple outlets.

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Real Estate

The real estate sector in the Emirate of Sharjah is characterized by the diversity of investment opportunities and rising
growth rates in a positive manner. The Real Estate Registration Department was established in 2008 to be responsi-
ble for regulating work in this sector in the Emirate, considering that it provides progressive services in the real estate
field and establishes laws and legislations to protect the rights of real estate owners and agents. This section contains
detailed data on the volume of real estate trades, the number of transactions, and properties traded in the Emirate of
Sharjah. This data is categorized according to the trading type [such as sale or mortgage) and the usage of the property
(residential, commercial, industrial, and agricultural]. This data reflects the vitality of the real estate market in the Emirate,

and the data illustrates the economic activities relevant to real estate trading during the specified time periods.

Key findings:

- The number of transactions has grown from 19,677 transactions in 2020 to 36,637 transactions in 2023.

- The year 2023 witnessed a significant increase in trading volume, reaching 27114 million AED, compared to 15.932
million AED in 2020. This reflects a strong recovery after the declining trade volume in 2020 due to certain economic
conditions such as the COVID-19 pandemic.

Tourism
