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Information on the Emirate

The Emirate of Sharjah is characterized by its geographical extension, as it is the only emirate in the UAE
that has a free sea view on the Arabian Gulf from the West Coast and the Gulf of Oman from the East Coast.
Sharjah has a long history spanning thousands of years, which is considered the oldest Emirate of the Coast
where the first trace of human life was found on the land of the Emirates at Mount Al Faya in the Emirate of
Sharjah. The area of Sharjah is 2,590 square kilometers, which is the third among the emirates in terms of
size of the area. The emirate is divided into nine municipalities, including Khorfkan, Kalba and Dibba Al-Hisn
in the Eastern Province, Al Dhaid, Al Bataeh, Maliha and Al-Madam in the Middle and then Al Hamriyah and
Sharjah City in the Western part of the Emirate. In turn, these municipalities are divided into 92 districts.
Sharjah has the highest number of suburbs in 25 districts. According to the results of the Sharjah census of
2015 carried out by the Department of Statistics and Community Development, the population of Sharjah
City was 1,273,353 people of the total population of all regions of the Emirate of Sharjah 1,405,843 people in
the year mentioned.

Sharjah is the third largest of the seven emirates that make up the United Arab Emirates (UAE] and is the
only one to have land on both the Arabian Gulf Coast and the Gulf of Oman. It is an emirate of contrasts
where visitors can enjoy a holiday in the sun, discover traditional markets (souks] or visit modern shopping
malls, explore the many heritage sites and museums, admire the majestic mosques, stroll around the la-
goons, and experience the natural beauty of true Arabian deserts, mountains and seas.

Geography

The UAE is located on the eastern side of the Arabian Peninsula, bordered to the south and west by Saudi
Arabia and to the east by the Sultanate of Oman. The geographic coordinates of the country are 24° 00
North 54° 00 East. The country has coastline on both the Arabian Gulf and the Gulf of Oman. Five of the
seven emirates are on the west coast, Fujairah is the only emirate entirely on the east coast and Sharjah is
the only emirate with territory on both coasts. The Al Hajar Mountains form a backbone running from the
Mussandam Peninsular down through the UAE and into Oman, and rise to over 1,500 meters. Sharjah cov-
ers approximately 2,600 square kilometers. In addition to Sharjah city, which lies on the shores of the Arabi-
an Gulf, the emirate has three regions on the scenic east coast; Dibba Al Hisn, Khorfkan and Kalba. Sharjah
is a close neighbor to Dubai [it's just a 15 minute drive from the center of Sharjah to Dubai International
Airport). Sharjah's location is significant both geographically and historically. The city overlooks the Arabian
Gulf coastline that stretches for more than 16 kilometers, consisting of sandy beaches and built up areas.
The central region combines lush green oases, with gravel plains and rolling red sand dunes. To the East
the emirate reaches the Gulf of Oman coast where the landscape changes to a spectacular rocky coastline
backed by impressively high mountains. Historically, the east coast is full of archaeological sites dating back
to as early as the 2nd millennium, and forts built by the Portuguese in the 16th century were used to control
the spice trade. In more recent times, Sharjah opened the first airport in the region in 1932. The Emirate is
located midway between Europe and the Far East and is within 8 hours flying time in either direction.

Environment

Although Sharjah is in a desert region it is rich in fauna and flora. The coastal and marine environments are
full of sea life and a surprising number of creatures inhabit the mountains and wetlands, the tropical plains
and dunes.

Industry

Therefore. the industry is a strong pillar of the econ-
omy. which reduces the imports and develops self-sufficiency of the local market.

Insurance

This section covers the Insurance Sector, which is one of the essential sectors in the Emirate of Sharjah.
The total direct premiums were 1.6 Billion AED in 2020. Health / properties + life insurance contributed by
820 Million AED, and Motors insurance contributed by 400 Million AED.

The registered insurance plans reached 404.8 thousand in 2020. Car insurance ranked first with 2991
thousand documents, which made 73.9% of the total insurances plans. In other words, the insurance
sector is closely linked to the performance of the car sales sector and the number of cars registered at the
Emirate of Sharjah. The health insurance sector came in second, which made up 13.1% of the total num-
bers of palicies registrations.

The banking sector contributes effectively to the process of economic growth by providing the necessary
funding to individuals and institutions, which contributes to the advancement of the national economy and
creates investment and employment opportunities to support the wheel of sustainable development. The
Emirate hosts 4 banks based in the city of Sharjah and these banks are located at 23 headquarters and
branches throughout the Emirate. The Emirate of Sharjah also hosts 60 branches of other local banks their
headquarters are in other Emirates. In addition to local banks, the Emirate hosts 13 branches of international
banks for customer service in Sharjah, all together there is a total of 96 headquarters and bank branches
across the Emirate of Sharjah.

It should be noted that the number of banks in Sharjah has recently decreased due to the outbreak of the
Covid-19 pandemic, and thus there was a decline in the number of clients visiting the banks. In addition,
the development of banking application programs has led most banks to close some of their branches and
provide instead online banking services, with the aim of reducing the number of employees to reduce their
operational costs.

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Business Licenses

Business licenses issued by the Department of Economic Development in Sharjah are considered one
of the most important data to be examined to determine the level of economic activity of the Emirate. It
should be noted that the current classification of licenses for the Department of Economic Development
is divided into five types; Commercial, Professional, Industrial, Home License [Eitimad), and E- Com-
merce. In 2020, the number of new and renewed business licenses was 63.2 Thousand licenses. In which
the commercial licenses ranked first with a total of 39.9 thousand licenses, followed by the professional
licenses with 20 thousand licenses, and then industrial licenses with a total of 2.4 thousand licenses.

As for the legal form of business licenses, the service agent license issued 259 Thousand licenses,
followed by limited liability companies with 16.8 Thousand licenses, and then sole companies with 15.4
Thousand licenses. It should be noted that the service agent's license [business partnership) is a license
for an individual establishment owned by only one person to practice an economic activity. In the event
that the owner of the enterprise is not a UAE or the GCC countries citizen, in this case a local service
agent must be a national citizen. This type of license includes mostly the small and the medium enter-
prises.

National Accounts

The national accounts a specialty for measuring the overall economic activity which is based on special
scientific criteria and rules that contribute to the production of data on the strength of the performance of
the economic growth such as the rate of overall economic growth, the level of performance of the various
economic sectors, the calculation of the average income and the calculation of the level of investment
and savings. It should be noted that national accounts are often measured at the overall level of countries.
In past years, however, many regions and cities have assessed their contribution to the gross national
economy. These estimates contribute to obtaining better-value data to the concerned authorities and
researchers on the economic side. Therefore, the Department of Statistics and community development in
Sharjah in collaboration with the federal Authority for Competitiveness and Statistics, evaluates the eco-
nomic performance of the Emirate of Sharjah where the GDP and the value of production are estimated by
economic activity and compensation of employees in addition to the estimation of fixed capital formation.

Data Source:

The Federal Authority for Competitiveness and Statistics publishes the numbers of the National Accounts
for the Emirate of Sharjah in collaboration with the Department of Statistics and Community Develop-
ment, so that the Department of Statistics collects the required data for these accounts before being
approved by the Federal Authority.

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Prices

This section includes the Consumer Price Index [CPI] which is the amount of annual change in the price
of a specific group of consumer goods in Sharjah, and these groups include similar group of commod-
ity and the change in their average prices is calculated periodically. The year of 2014 has been taken

as a base year in the schedules of this section and commodity prices are compared between the base
year and the following years. Each group in the base year begins with number [100) and the increase

in the years that follow the base year represents the percentage of increase or decrease in the average
commadity prices. The increase in commodity prices is defined by the term "inflation”, that is, higher
prices than the previous period. The reasons for the price increase is due to the consequences of various
economic factors, including : the extent of the purchasing power of the local currency compared to other
international currencies as well as the supply and demand for the commodities that has changes in
their price in addition to the overall economic performance of UAE. The nature of consumer expenses is
reflected in the list of (weight] in the First Table of this section, which reflects the average distribution of
consumer expenses over its daily expenses. Where the Housing Group and Accompanying Services are
ranked first with 30.49%, followed by the Transport Group with 18.39% and then the Group of Food and
Beverages which is estimated at 17.70%

The Federal Authority for Competitiveness and Statistics publishes provides the data of this section as it
collects the commodity price data in Sharjah City where a specialized team records the changes in prices
of a group of goods periodically to measure the change in the price level where a dedicated team records
the changes in prices of a range of goods periodically to measure the change in the price level.

Tourism

The Emirate of Sharjah is characterized by a diversity of its natural geographical resources between coast-
al, mountainous and desert areas, in addition to featuring a free sea view on Arabian Gulf to the west and
Gulf of Oman to the east. And this environmental diversity has contributed to the enhancement of tourism
throughout the emirate. The geographic location of the Emirate is one of the important factors also as it
located in the heart of the UAE and is the only emirate that has geographical borders with all other emir-
ates, allowing neighboring emirates members to access different areas of Sharjah.

The spread of the Coronavirus Pandemic (Covid-19) has caused a reduction in the occupancy rate of
Sharjah's hotels, which reached a rate of 30% during the year of 2020. Due to the global lockdown and the
restriction of air travel, there was a noticeable decline in the amount of hotel guests, and in the number of
occupied room nights at those hotels. Which has affected the performance of the entire hospitality sector.
